Commissioner Gordon Goodin is again leading the 

charge to deny the zoning change request.  His words òbottom line ð we should re-

view the plans comprehensively with a process based on logic, not piece meal and 

based on emotion.ó Stand by for further information concerning this issue and the 

possible ramifications of granting zoning changes inconsistent with the master plan 

for Navarre Beach.

President Jim Taylor called the meeting to order at 10:00 
 
John Conner led the Pledge of Allegiance. 
 
Nanci Agee read the minutes from the May meeting. A 
motion was made to accept the minutes. The motion was 
seconded and accepted. 
 
Angela Veal gave the Treasurer½s report. The previous 
checking balance was $7457.90. The NBLRA received 
$180 from ads. Expenses were $568059.  The current 
balance in checking is $7069.31. The balance in Certifi-
cates of Deposits is $10260.86. Total Assets are 
$17,330.17. A motion was made to accept the Treasurer½s 
report as given. The motion was seconded and accepted. 
 
Our guest speaker, Dorothy Slye, gave us an update on 
the Incorporation of Navarre into a city. The process 
started in 2000 with $15,000 being raised to proceed 
with a study. The cost of the study turned out to be 
$45,000 so another $15,000 was raised in 2001 and the 
county matched the funds. The purpose of the study was 
for informational purposes only. The complete study will 
be online next month. Make sure you take a look at it so 
that you can know all of the facts. The next phase will 
include town meetings and surveys to see if this is really 
what the people in the community want.  
 
Advantages are: 

We would have more control over our destiny. 
We would have a board made up of local residents and 

would not have to go to the county commissioners every 
time we needed something. 

Some of the taxes - gas tax, sales tax, tourism, etc. 
would stay in the city. 
Our ad valorem taxes would still go to the county so the 
county would still provide much of the same services that 
they currently do now. 
 
 

Disadvantages are: 
Our taxes would go up. It turns out that incorporating 

would raise our taxes about 1 mil to start with (and possi-
bly up to 3 mils). 

There would be another level of government.  
 
Read the study, be informed, go to the meetings, then de-
cide. If you are in favor, vote Yes. If you are not in favor, 
vote No. 
 
Tracy Terry was another guest speaker who gave us an 
update on Fun Fest which will be held on the island this 
year on Saturday, June 30 and Sunday, July 1st. The 
Chamber of Commerce has taken some practical steps to 
make it easier for all. With parking an issue they have set 
up a shuttle service running to and from the island every 
15-20 minutes from Baptist Medical Park and the Navarre 
High School. We are all excited about having it out on the 
beach this year! 
 
Dave Boggis gave an update from the NBAITC. Things are 
looking positive. On June 14th they paid $482,600 to our 
attorneys (just 17,400 away from our goal)! We have 35 
new leaseholders joining the 2007 lawsuit. There are still 
319 leaseholders from the 2006 suit who have not paid 
the additional $350. A letter just went out. If you receive 
this letter please pay the additional funds. The meeting on 
June 25th at 2:00 at the courthouse in Milton on the sec-
ond floor is still scheduled. If you are able to please plan to 
attend. 
 
John Conner gave us an update on the Beach Beautifica-
tion Committee. The committee met on April 21st  and they 
are moving forward with an architectural master plan to 
landscape the island. John Lewis and Gary Agee, in addi-
tion to John Conner, met with several landscaping compa-
nies to see who can help us develop this plan. Having a plan 
will help us receive grant money in the future. The land-
scaping will take place in phases with Phase 1 at the en-
trance of the bridge and Phase 2 from the second bridge 
to Tom Thumb beginning in the fall. 
 
Gary Agee gave an update from the Beach Clean-Up Com-
mittee. Lynn Zehr has been trying, and is still working with 
the county code enforcer to send letters to the owners of 
lots that still have debris on them. If you have some debris 
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that needs to be cleaned up you can call Gulf Coast Repair and Maintenance at 850-450-0450 or J&J Tree  
Service at 850-380-6244. Once a lot has been cleaned up please contact her so that she can update her map. 
 
Waste Management started collecting trash on the island on May 26. Make sure you roll out the green container 
on Wed and Sat mornings and then roll it back under your unit. Please do not leave them out on the street. Also if 
you have renters have them do this. DO NOT place trash in the old containers or in the wooden bins because it will 
not be picked up. 
 
Angela Veal brought in a newspaper article from 1975 about taxes. Look for an e-mail about it. If you did not re-
ceive it maybe we don½t have your e-mail on file. Let Nanci Agee know about it and you will be added. 
 
The efforts to rezone the Summer Place houses was denied with a vote of 3-2. Commissioner½s Broxson, Salter 
and Goodin voted against it. They felt that adherence to the Navarre Beach Master Plan should prevail. 
 
The new firehouse looks GREAT! Thank you for the use of the meeting room! John Lewis talked about the effort 
that Ken and Kevin Rudski had on getting the firehouse rebuilt. We thank them for all of their effort. It is very im-
portant to have the department on the island. The first 5 minutes in a house fire is critical. Not to mention the 
EMT rescue capability they perform. They still have some needs to be addressed. One truck is 23 years old and 
needs to be replaced. The ladder truck needs to be refurbished. They are looking at a possible increase in the 
MSBU to cover these costs. A study is being completed and then will be presented to the leaseholders. This is 
the one bill we pay that gives us direct benefit! It½s the best bargain in town! 
 
New speed limit on Gulf Blvd. is 35 because of the parking on the sides of the road. SLOW DOWN! 
 
A motion was made to adjourn the meeting. The motion was seconded and approved. 
 
The next meeting is at 10:00 on July 21st  at the Navarre Beach Fire Department.

DeVinci½s quietly closes its doors after 20-year run

Over 20 years ago, Ron Schaeffer had a dream. He grew tired of the hustle and bustle of New Orleans½ Big Easy and 
thought he could let patrons digest his artwork while doing the same to a plate of Steak Diane or Grouper Palermo.  
    ºA starving artist needs a place to eat,» said the 56-year-old Schaeffer about his restaurant DeVinci½s that fea-
tured Italian cuisine and his own artistic creations.ºSo it worked pretty good.»  
    Now written on the marquis below DeVinci½s sign is a number to call if interested in purchasing the now vacant 
building.  
    Twenty years of trials, tribulations and ºcheers» later, Navarre½s oldest surviving restaurant quietly closed up shop.  
    ºI½m at the age now where I½ve done what I wanted to do when I came to Navarre,» Schaeffer said.ºIt wasn½t a spur of
-the-moment decision. It½s been a two-year process.  
    ºIt was worth it.»  
    Schaeffer first came to know Navarre as a favorite vacation spot from frigid Chicago.  
    After working two decades in the ºcorporate world,» he moved on as a chef at New Orleans½ famed Ralph and 
Kacoo½s before establishing DeVinci½s and its over 50-item menu of homemade Italian favorites.  
    Much of Schaeffer½s artwork  ̧three-dimensional etched glass fish tanks, hand-tooled leather carvings, etched 
glass mirrors and art letter sign work  ̧adorned DeVinci½s intimate setting.  
    Schaeffer now dedicates himself solely to his artwork. He has a show next week in Atlanta and hopes to showcase 
his talents out west and across the country, possibly in Canada and Europe.

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NBAITC Update 
June 26, 2007 

 

Our June 25, 2007 hearing yielded rulings on the following motions: 
 

Motion to Dismiss Plaintiffs for Lack of Subject Matter Jurisdiction 
Motion for Partial Summary Judgment 
Motion to Amend Complaint 

 
1.  Motion to Dismiss Plaintiffs for Lack of Subject Matter Jurisdiction 
Our opponents petitioned the court to dismiss from our case all named plaintiff leaseholders who had not paid the 2006 ad 
valorem taxes associated with the ºimprovements» or ºbuilding» value of their leasehold property by the date of the filing of 
the 2006 complaint.  Florida Statute requires payment by the taxpayer of any taxes owed in good faith upon filing a tax 
challenge or dispute.  
 

Ruling:  The Judge ruled in our favor and dismissed this motion.  No named plaintiff leaseholders were dismissed or 
eliminated from our 2006 case. 
 

2.  Motion for Partial Summary Judgment 
Our opponents filed this motion seeking an order for payment of 2006 ad valorem taxes associated with the improvements 
value only of leasehold property for all property parcels included in our complaint.  The basis for this motion was that the 
improvements tax challenge was already litigated in Ward v. Brown and could not be challenged again.  Therefore, taxes due 
on the improvements were due by all leaseholders. 
  

Ruling:  The Judge ruled that the stipulation order in Ward v. Brown does prevail and ruled in favor of our opponents 
granting a Partial Summary Judgment Order. This Order will require all named plaintiff leaseholders to pay the 
2006 ad valorem taxes associated with the improvements value of their leasehold property. This Order should be 
finalized by mid to late July, 2007.  Deadlines to pay your taxes will be detailed in this Order.  

 
The Judge also ruled that condominiums fell under a statue valuation rule that allows the associated land value to 

be included in the ºimprovement» or ºbuilding» value for ad valorem taxation, thus eliminating any potential tax relief for our 
condominium leaseholders on the land tax challenge.  

 
This ruling does NOT apply to named plaintiff leaseholders with LAND only.   

 
3.  Motion to Amend Complaint 
We filed a motion to amend our 2006 complaint to add the County of Santa Rosa to challenge lease language and amend-
ments that may affect the taxability of our leasehold property. 
 

Ruling:  The Judge ruled in our favor and our 2006 complaint will be amended to include the County of Santa Rosa. 
 
Tax Committee Recommendations & Case Comments 
 
Payment of 2006 Ad Valorem Taxes on Improvements 
While the final Partial Summary Judgment Order will dictate a payment deadline date, we are expecting that leaseholders will 
have 30-60 days to pay these taxes and related interest from the date of the final Partial Summary Judgment Order, 
which is expected in July, 2007.  However, if you are a leaseholder with improvements on your leasehold property or a condo-
minium owner, you may go ahead and pay these taxes prior to the final order.

You will NOT be notified directly in writing or through any other official notice by the Tax Appraiser, the Tax Collector or our 
attorneys of any taxes you may owe.   
 
2007 Case  
All leaseholders participating in the 2007 tax case will be required to pay the 2007 ad valorem taxes associated with the 
improvements value only of your leasehold property prior to filing of our 2007 complaint.  Our attorneys will require a copy of 
our tax payment receipt prior to the filing our 2007 complaint.    No payment of tax is required for property with land only. 
 
The Tax Committee is advising condominium leaseholders wanting to join the 2007 case to hold off on your submittal of legal 
fees and documentation.  With the rulings from this hearing, condominium leaseholders do not stand to benefit from our 
land tax challenge unless there is a favorable ruling in the Escambia County (Pensacola Beach) case.  
 
Improvements Tax Challenge and Appeal 
While all leaseholders were aware that our chances of overcoming the Ward v. Brown ruling on the improvements tax was 
50%/50%, it will not come as a surprise to our leaseholders that we lost this challenge at the lower court.  We have 30 days 
from the date the final Partial Summary Judgment Order is entered, which is expected in late July, 2007, to appeal this rul-
ing.  The Legal Liaison team will be discussing our appeal options with our attorneys prior to the 30-day expiration. 
 
Land Tax and Lease Challenges 
As soon as the final Partial Summary Judgment Order is finalized in July, 2007, our attorneys will be moving forward with 
the land tax and lease challenges of our case. 
  

Navarre Beach Against Illegal Taxation Committee  

Clause allows Sunday liquor sales in Navarre

    Navarre Liquors is now open for business between noon and 8 p.m. on Sundays, thanks to a tourist zone clause in the 
County Code of Ordinances.  
    Under section 3.1 (a), alcohol cannot be sold between midnight on Saturday until 7 a.m. on Monday in Santa Rosa County.  
    However, an exception to this restriction exists in areas within the South Santa Rosa County Tourist Development Dis-
trict that, according to Santa Rosa County Attorney Tom Dannheisser, includes the entire mainland area south of the East 
River including Navarre and Gulf Breeze. Section 3.1 (c) of the ordinance says:  
    Navarre Beach allows alcohol sales from 7 a.m. until 2:30 a.m. every day of the week.  
    For areas within the mainland South Santa Rosa County Tourist Development District, alcohol can be sold from noon un-
til midnight on Sundays  
    ºWe opened June 10 for the first time on Sunday, "co-owner Norm Solgard said. ºI posted the hours of operation, which is 
required. However, just in case, I also posted the appropriate text in the County Code of Ordinances regarding alcohol.»
