Permitting process to begin soon for new pier  
Excerpts by John Richardson of the Navarre PresşPublished October 18, 2007 
 

 The cost of a new pier in Gulf Shores, Ala., which was rumored to be more than $14 million, 

was cause for concern to the residents who recently attended a town hall meeting regarding the new 

Navarre Beach pier.  The main reason was because FEMA was only granting $4.5 million to rebuild the 

Navarre Beach pier.  

    Wayne Lasch, from Post, Buckley, Schuh and Jernigan (PBS&J), said that the pier in Gulf Shores in-

cluded many extras that would not be on the Navarre pier. The cost for the Gulf Shores pier was actu-

ally $9 million. which included saltwater filtration system and buildings, including a concession stand. 

The Gulf Shores pier is also longer, at 1,510 feet, compared to 900 feet for Navarre. There will also be 

restrooms at the Gulf Shores pier.

    PBS&J has reported that permitting work on the Navarre pier is moving forward. They have received a 

letter from the State Historic Preservation Office to confirm that there are no historic issues with the 

site.

    The next step, Lasch said, is to meet with the Florida Department of Energy Management and FEMA, 

and update the cost estimates since construction prices have increased.  

    PBS&J has already begun to write a new submerged land lease for the new pier, and hopes to have 

permits submitted this month. The firm is projecting to receive approval on the pier plans by June 2008. 

The project would then go out to bid in July of 2008. Until those bids are received, the county will not 

know the costs of the pier. Construction is expected to take one year.

NBAITC UPDATE 
Everyone should have received a status letter from our attorneys. Along with the letter are some inter-

rogatories. Please fill these out quickly and return them as soon as possible. 

 

A hearing was held before Circuit Judge Ronald Swanson on Oct. 19, addressing two motions and a notice 

filed in the class action cases by our attorneys.  The motions were for intervention and to vacate the final 

q|kntlu{ vm kpztpzzhs /977=03 huk {ol uv{pjl ~hz {v kpztpzz {ol jhzl }vs|u{hyps¡3 ½~p{ov|{ wylq|kpjl3¾

which would have eliminated the underlying argument made to support the partial summary judgment en-

tered by Judge Bergosh on Aug. 2, 2007. 

  

Judge Swanson denied our motion to intervene, rendering moot the other motion and nullifying the no-

tice.  This means that the stipulated judgment of dismissal continues in effect.  His reason for the deci-

sion is based upon some older case law that intervention must be sought before judgment is entered or 

an appeal is taken.  In the class action cases, the opportunity for appeal ended on August 17, 

2006.   There is more recent case law that allows intervention well after judgment is entered, but in es-

sence he declined to follow those later cases.   

  

Under the Florida Court rules, once he actually signs the order denying intervention, we will have 30 days 

to appeal, and if no appeal is filed, there will be no further opportunity to litigate anything within the 

framework of the 2002-2005 class action cases.  The attorneys have made no recommendation at this 

time regarding whether to appeal.  

  

In the 2006 case, a hearing is scheduled on Nov. 2 before Circuit Judge Gary Bergosh, on our motion for 

rehearing of the order granting partial summary judgment.  If we are successful in this motion, the main 

focus of attention in the litigation, at least for now, will return to the question of whether the land can be 

taxed.  Our separate battle before Judge Swanson became necessary only because the other side argued 

(and they continue to argue) that the land beneath the condo units has already been litigated in the 

class action cases.  The court file contradicts that contention at every turn, and Don Partington is pre-

pared to testify by affidavit that it is absolutely and completely untrue.  Cheer for, pray for, and think 

about the lawyers on Nov 2 at 1:00 pm.  We certainly hope the truth will prevail that day!
