Air Force mission could adjust for Navarre Pass
Excerpts from the Navarry Press By Ken Garner

45 years ago,the Navarre Pass between Santa Rosa Sound and the Gulf of Mexico was open for about 10 weeks.
Last week, the pass site was labeled on an Air Force aerial view of Santa Rosa Island.

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Pass supporters claim a channel would provide a flushing action to improve water quality in the sound. Opponents
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Arnold said the Air Force would adjust its training procedures if necessary to protect increased boat traffic.
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The Navarre Pohlmann Pass Committee registered as a political action committee earlier this year in order to raise
money for new environmental studies.
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Lombardo and Pohlmann said the committee plans to commission a study by a credible independent agency.
