President Jim Taylor called the meeting to
order at 10:00

Phil Babiak led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Nanci Agee read the minutes from the July meet-
ing. A motion was made to accept the minutes. The
motion was seconded and accepted.

Angela Veal gave the Treasurer's report. The previ-
ous checking balance was $6664.08. The NBLRA
received $1865from dues and $2.22 from interest..
Expenses were $812.54. The current balance in
checking is $6258.76. The balance in Certificates
of Deposits is $10260.66. Total Assets are
$16,519.62. A motion was made to accept the
Treasurer’'s report as given. The motion was sec-
onded and accepted.

John Lewis gave an update for the Beach Beautifi-
cation Committee. The committee has decided not
to go with a landscape architect due to the cost
involved. They have met with several landscapers
and have 2 bids that they will review. These bids will
be reviewed by the entire BBC committee to decide
which one to implement. The entire project will be in
four phases. Phase 1-the entrance from Hwy 9&;
Fhase 2- the causeway; FPhase 3-area near Juana’s
to Gulf Blvd; Phase 4-Gulf Blvd to the National
Seashore. The project will begin with Phase 1in the
fall.

Judy Lewis gave us an update on the Beach Beauti-
fication Treasurer’s Report. One check for $12.75
was written for business tax. One donation of $250

was accepted by Martha Biddix. The current check-
ing balance is $15,625.93 and the Money Market
account is $50,983.26 for a total of $66,8609.21

John Lewis gave an update for the NBAITC. Appar-
ently at the completion of the last lawsuit our law-
yers were supposed to have filed a voluntary dis-
missal of the other lawsuits instead a stipulated
judgment was made. This stipulated that we could
not go back and argue any of the points again.

Therefore there are 3 motions scheduled to go be-
fore Judge Swanson on October 19™ at 10:00 AM.
The motions are:

Voters must make own decisions about super exemption proposal

A proposal to replace the Save Our Homes Amendment with a property tax “super exemption” has
homeowners weighing each plan’s benefit to their bottom line.

m “There are 40,000 homesteaded properties in Santa Rosa County and 40,000 scenarios,” Prop-
erty Appraiser Greg Brown told Navarre Area Board of Realty members at an Aug. & lunch-
eon.“How can | tell you to be for it or against it? | can’t, | don’t know your circumstances.”

The Florida Legislature approved a package of property tax relief measures during a June special session, including
scheduling a referendum on the Jan. 29 presidential primary ballot for the “super exemption” proposal.

The Save Our Homes Amendment provides a $25,000 homestead exemption for owners' primary residences and lim-
its increases to homesteaded properties’ assessed values to no more than 3 percent each year.

If passed, the super exemption plan would exempt 75 percent of homesteaded properties' value up to $200,000 and
15 percent of its assessed value between $200,000 and $500,000. So the maximum exemption would be 75 per-
cent of $200,000 ($150,000) plus 15 percent of $300,000 (the difference between the 75-percent threshold of
$200,000 and the maximum amount eligible for the 15 percent exemption, $500,000), which is $45,000, for a total
possible exemption of $195,000.

But the super exemption plan would eliminate caps on assessed value increases. “It does whatever the market
does,” Brown said, adding that exemption thresholds would change based on growth of the state’s overall assessed
value and Consumer Price Index.

Brown said the plan’s supporters “want the Save Our Homes exemption to go away.”

If January’s referendum is successful, Save Our Homes exemptions would go away, but not immediately. Owners of
homesteaded properties will be allowed to choose to stay with the Save Our Homes plan, with annual exemptions of
at least $25,000 and assessed-value increases limited to no more than 3 percent each year, or to switch to the
super exemption plan. Homes bought after the plan becomes active would automatically fall in the super exemption
category, and Save Our Homes exemptions would expire when homesteaded property changes ownership.

Brown said residents who have owned homesteaded property for many years probably wouldn’t benefit from a change
to the super exemption because they've benefited from limited increases in assessed value over the years while prop-
erty values have soared. Whether other homeowners would benefit under the superexemption system depends en-
tirely on future market trends, he added.

“You may save money the first year or the first few years, but that may not hold true over time,” he said.

Brown said his staff is developing a program to let property owners compare their taxes under each plan. It should
be available at www.srcpa.org before the end of the month.

Residents Get Update on Future of Pier
Excerpts of an article written by John Richardson of the Navarre Press published August 30, 2007

After 2 years of negotiating with FEMA, the agency has allocated $4.5 million to rebuild the Navarre Beach pier. Dur-
ing the negotiating time, marine construction costs have steadily increased and the concern is whether that amount
will cover the costs.

“The last time we met (this past January) there were several good suggestions made and we have tried to incorporate
some of those into our design,” Goodin said.

Goodin reviewed those ideas, which included keeping the design simple, making the pier as long as possible, keeping the
rails as low as possible, providing smooth decking and having a polygon instead of a“T" at the pier's end.

Wayne Lasch, from Fost, Buckley, Schuh & Jernigan, reviewed the proposed design for the new pier.

The design starts the pier from the western end of the pier building (currently used as the temporary quarters of the
water department).The pier will go out 1,200 feet from the building at a height of 30 feet. The new pier will be located
150 to 200 feet to the east of the old pier, which will be demolished.

The current design calls for an octagon at the end of the pier and will allow for another 300-foot extension if addi-
tional funding can be obtained at a later date.

The rails will be 42 inches high with vinyl coated wire, similar to the design of the public walkovers. There will be two po-
table water spigots and the pier will be wheelchair accessible.

Lasch said they engineered the pier with a 20-year Category 2 or 2 hurricane in mind. The normal water depth is 19
feet. Storms cause about 5 feet of “scouring "where the pilings meet the sand and a 7-foot storm surge, he said.

“That gives us a maximum height of the water during a 20-year storm of 31 feet. For that reason, the pier will be 20
feet with lift-off decking that will relieve pressure on the deck during a storm,” Lasch said.

The pier will use pilings 24-by-24 inches and they will be 90 feet in length. If the pier is later expanded, the pilings for
the new expansion will probably be longer and wider, Lasch said.

A barge will not be needed for construction, since the pier will be built from the top down. The crane will actually sit on
the pier as it is built. Building in this manner minimizes impact to the turtle nesting on the beach.

In order to qualify for the $4.5 million in FEMA funds, the county must also contribute 5 percent. Goodin did not see
that as a problem. “There are a lot of things we can do in order to come up with those funds,” he said. Goodin sug-
gested that there are numerous leasing opportunities for businesses associated with a new pier such as concession
vendors and a bait shop.

PBS&J have already started the permitting process, beginning with writing a new submerged land lease for the pier.
Permits should be submitted in October, with the hope that approval will be received by June 2006.The project would
then go out to bid in July. Until those bids are received, the county will not know the costs of the pier. Construction is
expected to take one year.

Lasch estimated that a 300-foot addition could cost between $2 million and $4 million. Lasch said he is concerned
about the cost of the new pier, and is looking at projects to the west and east to see if the $4.5 million is in the ball-
park.

Goodin said if more funds are needed, he will meet with officials in Tallahassee and Washington, D.C.
