It appears that this impor-
tant project will be going forward, as it must for the safety of our families.  We need our beach 
road re-opened as a second exit route in case of emergency; and I am eager to hear what  
Mr. Eubanks has to say. 
 
Thanks to the efforts of good neighbors like 
Nanci, Angela, Terry and ESPECIALLY our firefighters...our hidden paradise will be as safe as it is 
beautiful and serene.

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Vice President Lou Paravate called the meeting to order at 
10:00 
 
Lou Paravate led the Pledge of Allegiance. 
 
Nanci Agee read the minutes from the June meeting. A mo-
tion was made to accept the minutes. The motion was sec-
onded and accepted. 
 
Angela Veal gave the Treasurer’s report.  The previous check-
ing balance was $6506.97. The NBLRA received $25 from 
dues, and $204 in ads.  Expenses were $790.65.  The current 
balance in checking is $6005.32. The balance in Certificates 
of Deposits is $11042.67. Total Assets are $17,047.99. A 
motion was made to accept the Treasurer’s report as given. 
The motion was seconded and accepted. 
 
Chief Howard from the Navarre Beach Fire Department came 
to introduce himself and to give an update. He has been in 
position now for 2 years as the paid Fire Chief. He has been 
the Captain of the Okaloosa Fire Department for 25 years. 
Currently he is at Navarre Beach approx. 80 hours every 2 
weeks. He wants everyone to know he has an open door policy 
and anyone is welcome. Currently the fire department has 3 
EMT and 3 first responders who are currently in training to 
be EMT certified. They handle fires, water rescues, and first 
responder medical emergencies. Even if they are off the island 
helping other fire departments the beach is still covered by 
other local departments. We appreciate Chief Howard coming 
out to speak to us and for all of the hard work they do in 
keeping Navarre Beach safe. 
 
Terry Taylor gave an update on the purchase of the benches 
for the BBC. The benches have been ordered and will arrive 
and be installed during the month of August. The next meet-
ing of the BBC is on July 28th. 
 
There was a discussion of how to inform renters on the beach 
of the rules on the beach. 
 
It was decided to have Devra work on a Renter Reminder flyer 
notifying the renters of the rules which would then be sent to 
the various rental agencies to place in their information  

packets. These include not walking on the dunes-use public 
walk-overs, no pets on the beach, pick up after the dogs, 
dates and times of trash pick-up and bringing the green 
trash containers back in off the road, no tents on the beach 
overnight. This will be worked on and delivered to the rental 
agencies and put in the newsletter. 
 
A resident brought up the fact that there are still many lots 
with a great deal of debris on them. We will work on identifying 
them and notify code enforcement. 
 
John Richardson came to give us an update on the tax law-
suit. He, Paul Horil, Steve Hering, and Dave Boggis met with 
our lawyers this week. You can get updates on 
www.navarrebeachtaxsuit.com or on our website 
www.navarrebeach.org. One of the most frequently asked 
questions we have had lately was whether we should apply for 
that refund that they have offered. Our attorneys have ad-
vised us not to apply for this credit. 
 
Briefly the reason to decline the county’s offer is the follow-
ing: 
Our law suit is based on the fact that we pay rent (lease fee) 
on the property and should not be taxed on rented property. 
If we accept the county’s offer of a credit, then we no longer 
pay that lease fee. For this reason, it is imperative to pay the 
lease fee. 
 
Terry Taylor is concerned that the road to Pensacola Beach 
not being opened is a huge safety issue. She has formed a 
committee to write letters, e-mails and  petitions to open the 
road. We will keep you updated on this issue and how you can 
help by getting involved. 
 
A motion was made to adjourn the meeting. The motion was 
seconded and approved. 
 
The next meeting is at 10:00 on August 16th at the Navarre 
Beach Fire Department.

I met with Jerry Eubanks, Superintendent and 
Nina Kelson, Deputy Superintendent, of the  
National Park Service to discuss the opening of 
the road to Pensacola Beach.  Work is due to 
commence as soon as the birds are finished  
nesting.  Sometime around the 1st or 2nd of Sep-
tember, may be sooner depending on the birds. 
 
Their main objective from the start to completing 
the road has been based on safety.  When the 
Fish and Wildlife people stopped them from com-
pleting the road in the spring due to the nesting 
season, the Park Service looked into filing for 
some sort of exemption, however, the time it 
would have taken to get through all the research, 
etc., would have exceeded beyond the bird and 
turtle nesting season.  They decided to shut down 
and resume at the end of the season.  They told 
me that had it not been for Congressman Miller 
the road may have never been put back.  Miller, 
with his argument for safety, went to bat for us, 
fought and won. 
    
The road should be complete at around the  
beginning of November.  Due to the way the road 
is being paved, the speed limit will only be 35 
MPH. However, every 6 years they will come back 
and improve the surface of the road.  Perhaps 

this will bring the speed limit back up sometime 
in the future. But it will definitely improve the 
surface over the years providing we have no 
more wash outs. You may see the repair of the 
pavilions at Opal Beach begin sometime this 
month.  They were finalizing the contracts this 
past week. 
 
I came away from this meeting with the confi-
dence that they are doing everything they can to 
get this open and do have our best interest in 
mind. 
 
Mr. Eubanks and/or Ms. Kelson will be speaking 
at the next NBLRA meeting scheduled for August 
16, 2008.  Attend the meeting and they will be 
able to answer all your questions and concerns. 
   
Also, you may all want to consider sending an 
email to Jeff Miller thanking him for pushing to 
get the road open for our safety.

Leaseholder Lawsuit Status - July 17, 2008 
 
 

Four members of the committee, Paul Horil, David Boggis, Steve Herring and John Richardson, met with our 
attorney, Danny Kepner. 
 
Mr. Kepner briefed the committee on the status of our law suit as well as the status of the Pensacola law suits. 
 
Our suit against Greg Brown, the Santa Rosa County appraiser, has yet to be heard in the court system.  
 
Mr. Brown made a motion to exclude condominium owners. That motion was granted by Judge Bergosh. We 
are appealing that decision and we expect the appeal to be heard later this year. 
 
We have also filed an appeal for the court to intervene on our behalf because the plaintiffs in the Ward v. 
Brown case were given notice for a voluntary dismissal of the law suit and instead a stipulated judgment was 
entered without proper notice being given. 
 
Briefs on these appeals have been filed. 
 
Requests for oral arguments before the Court of Appeals  have been issued 
 
Usually the arguments are limited to 15 minutes for each side 
 
Anyone may attend the hearing and we will inform everyone of the time and place on our website 
 
After the arguments have been heard a decision could be rendered anytime after. It could take months. 
 
We will not know which 3 appellate judges will hear the appeal until our attorneys are informed as to when to 
appear. 
 
Until these consolidated appeals have been heard, the suit waits in the lower courts to be heard.

Pensacola Beach Suits 
 

The suits in Pensacola are only determining if improvements on leased property may be taxed.  
 
A suit for the commercial leases has been heard in the lower court as well as the Court of Appeals and Pensacola Beach 
lost.  
 
Another suit for residential leaseholders was lost in the lower court. It was appealed and oral arguments were heard on 
May 2, 2008. The Appellate Court has not issued a decision yet. 
 
There are other suits being pursued by Portofino and the Woodbury Group. 
 
This will be a long slow process with probably several more appeals which can take a year or more to be heard.   
 
What can leaseholders do? 
 
Monitor the website for updates 
 
If your permanent address changes, please forward the new address to the committee and our attorney. 
 
Frequently asked questions 
 
Should I pay my lease? 
 
Yes, this is the basis of our lawsuit, we pay a lease fee because we rent the property, we do not own it. 
 
Should I complete the intangible tax form DR-601-G 
 
Compute any tax owed and pay the tax. If none is owed you are not required to send in the paperwork. 
 
How can I tell if I am included in the law suit? 
 
All named plaintiffs are listed on the website for each year and can by found under the topic of legal documents filed. 
 
My mortgage company requires a letter in order to not pay taxes. 
 
A sample memorandum letter will be added to our website that can be used for the mortgage company.
