About 35 percent of the 7-mile road was damaged in 

Hurricane Dennis.  

 

The work is being completed in phases. The first phase 

from Navarre Beach west to Opal Beach Park is ex-

pected to be finished later April, Eubanks said. Repairs 

will then begin on the rest of the road to Pensacola 

Beach. The job is expected to be completed in about 

three months.  

 

The Federal Highway Administration is funding the $3.4 

million project.  They  initially wanted to build a road 

that could better withstand storm surges. However, the 

cost was too much and Eubanks said the agency de-

Protected Birds are Back on the Beach

There are new signs on the eastern side of the causeway on the beach warning people, dogs and vehicles to keep off the cause-
way. The commission has closed off the causeway from April 1 until August 31 to protect the nesting area of Florida shore 
birds. 
  
For now they will leave the west side of the causeway alone as there were no nest there last year.  However, if they do find 
nests they will mark that side off as well    
 
Two species of shore birds that nest along the causeway are black skimmers and terns.  The birds begin nesting in April or May, 
depending on the temperature, and they usually finish in August. If this year reflects other years, motorists will soon see the 
skimmers making nests along the causeway. A few weeks later there will be fuzzy little chicks running about with their parents 
close behind.

the effect will have on the birds so there is a possibility of changing nesting patterns.  
 
When the Skimmers return to the causeway, they breed and lay their eggs on sand banks in groups.  They are usually gathered 
near the state park to mate and then lay their eggs on the causeway.  Up to 7 eggs can  be laid at a time.  Although the black 
skimmer is not endangered, it is classified as a species of special concern by the state.  
The tern is classified as a threatened species.  
 
If people want to help these migrating birds, the best thing they can do is avoid walking on the designated area and if people

areas of violent crimes. According to FDLE, there was one more murder in 2007 than 2006, with four 

in 2007 and three in 2006; 53 forcible rapes in 2007 to 31 in 2006; and 284 aggravated assaults in 

2007 compared to 280 in 2006. Robberies were down from 52 to 31. Property crimes were down with 

1,598 larcenies in 2006 to 1,467 in 2007; 784 burglaries in 2006 to 583 in 2007; and motor vehicle 

thefts dropped from 142 in 2006 to 106 in 2007. 

  

 Hall pointed out that property crimes benefit from the accountability policy, while many violent crimes 

jhu il ½ylhss¡ ohyk {v wyl}lu{3 /z|jo hz0 jyptlz vm whzzpvu5¾ Ol zhpk {oh{ pu {ol mpno{ hnhpuz{ wyvwly{¡

crimes, efforts such as reverse 911, where a recorded message is sent out to residents in a specific 

area experiencing a specific problem, are being used.

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Tourist, Beautification Officials Meet with County for Bike Path

The Santa Rosa County Tourist Development Council and the Navarre Beach Beautification Committee met 

with Roger Blaylock, Santa Rosa County chief engineer, to discuss the bike path project on the beach. Santa 

Rosa County Commissioners recently learned that there is $570,044 available for completion of the bike path 

from Navarre Beach to the mainland.

Blaylock said that county commissioners Gordon Goodin, Bob Cole and John Broxson all have agreed to pro-

vide $50,000 from their own recreation funds. That brings the total funding to $720,044.  

 

Blaylock said there are two other items that can be added to the estimate.

Adding a 10-foot-wide lane along the causeway will add an additional $114,051 to the project costs. This will 

allow for the bike path to be adjacent to the current road. Between the bike path and the water will be a paved 

parking area.  

 

The price to add curbing would be cost-prohibitive, Blaylock said, but they could add domes with reflectors, 

which would deter vehicles from going down the embankment.  

 

Blaylock said that the bike lane will stop at the bridge. Bikers will have to use the road to actually go over the 

bridge.
