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Past President Jim Taylor called the meeting 
to order at 11:15 
 
Judy Lewis led the Pledge of Allegiance. 
 
Minutes old Previous Meeting approved as 
published in the newsletter. 
 
Angela Veal presented the Treasurer½s Report. 
Approved as read. 
 
Jim Taylor complemented Devra Edwards and 
Nanci Agee on improvements made to the 
newsletter. Judy Lewis suggested we have 
someone do some articles of interest as in 
the past. John Richardson volunteered to do 
so. 
 
Judy Lewis gave the Treasurer½s report for the 
Beach Beautification Committee. The Money 
Market Account was closed due to a low in-
terest rate and deposited this money in the 
other account bringing the balance to 
$10,224.89. There is still one bench that can 
be purchased for $2,500. Purchaser will get 
their name engraved on the back.  More 
benches can be purchased if there is interest. 
Advertising on the trash bins is available for 
$300. The last $15,000 will be received next 
week from the TDC. The TDC has allowed for 
$20,000 a year from the bed tax for mainte-
nance. 

Terry Taylor gave an update on the Beach 
Road. She spoke with Jerry Eubanks and the 
status is still the same. No damage was done 
to the road up to Opal Park. Some water 
washed over the road and there is sand on 
the road in places. The entire road will be com-
pleted by the first of next year. 
 
John Richardson gave an update on the tax 
lawsuit.  On October 14th Oral arguments for 
our appeal will be heard by the Supreme Court 
in Tallahassee. Anyone interested in going can 
call him at 850-420-0704 and arrange a 
ride. History is that we lost on the County½s 
move to not include Condo owners, so this is 
the appeal for that action. It has been almost 
a year since this appeal has been filed. We 
don½t expect to hear an answer until around 
the first of the year. John Conner asked if the 
money paid is being held in some earmarked 
fund. John Richardson½s response is that it is 
suppose to be. The recent Portofino decision 
probably won½t have any bearing on our appeal 
due to it is a decision on Condos only.
