Jim Taylor gave an update on the benches for the 
BBC. There will be 15 benches and 10 trash cans put 
along designated areas on Gulf Blvd. Permits are in 
hand and all benches should be in place in the next 
couple of weeks. If you would like to purchase an 
advertising sign on a trash can e-mail John Lewis at 
strgoose@aol.com. The cost is $300 and it is a great 
way to advertise and help the BBC keep our beach 
beautiful! 
 
Jerry Eubanks with the Gulf Islands National Sea-
shore came to give us an update on the opening of 
the road to Pensacola.  He gave us a brief history of 
what happened to the road. The road was damaged 

by Hurricane Ivan in September 2004. It was re-
paired that winter using Federal Highway funds at a 
cost of 12-13 million and opened in July of 2005 for 
the Blue Angel Show in Pensacola.  Hurricane Den-
nis damaged it again on July 10th. There were sev-
eral designs looked at to rebuild the road again. One 
idea was to harden the road similar to the work 
done on Okaloosa Island but that was determined 
to be environmentally harmful. Another idea was to 
2-lane the road from Navarre Beach to Opal Beach, 
and then have a 1-lane emergency access only lane 
to Pensacola Beach. It was determined for safety 
reasons that a 2 lane road needed to be opened the 
entire way. Another cost saving measure was to use 
a mixture of sand with cement for the surface but 
that was determined more costly that asphalt. So

also be lower so that in future storms the water and 
sand will wash over the road burying it and protect-
ing it from damage. During the time frame to deter-
mine what the road design would be, the birds 
came in to nest. They could only work at night then, 
however, in June the turtles began nesting and the 
night work had to stop. The work will re-start again 
on Sept 2nd and is scheduled to be completed be-
fore the end of the year. The cost of this road will 
be 6-7 million. It will then be on a 6-year cycle to 
maintain and will be resurfaced at that time.   
 
A question was raised about all the asphalt in the 
sand. Those clean-up efforts are not funded and 
they will be using volunteers over time to clean up 
the debris.
