Our suit against Greg Brown, the Santa Rosa County appraiser, has yet to be heard in the court
system.

Early in the proceedings, Mr. Brown made a motion for a Summary Judgment to exclude condpmin-
ium owners from the suit. That motion was granted by Judge Bergosh in the lower court. We
appealed that decision and oral arguments were heard before the Court of Appeals in Tallahagsee on
October 14.

Our attorney, Danny Kempner, notified us that in @@decision, the Court of Appeals overturned
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Both sides have now filed additional motions with the Court of Appeals. These motions will be peard
in 2009.

The defense is expected to begin depositions in early 2009.
